
On April 14th Ms. Garvey and Ms. Kozlowski accompanied a group of BHS students to 
Wall Street to visit the Museum of American Finance, which is part of the Smithsonian 
Institute.  The Museum’s home is located in the heart of New York’s financial district. 
 The 36-story 1927 landmark building was home to the Bank of New York until 1998.  
The building has retained much of its original architectural detail including the its 
majestic grand mezzanine banking hall.  The Museum of American Finance is the 
nation’s only public museum dedicated to money, finance and entrepreneurship.  
Through its displays and educational tour, the Museum promotes a deeper understanding 
of financial markets, money, and banking, as well as, a special room dedicated to 
Alexander Hamilton.  While in the downtown district of Manhattan, the students also 
toured Federal Hall, Trinity Church, the “Bull” and had lunch at the South Street 
Seaport.
